4. MAIN FUNCTIONS:

1. Before use, read the operating instructions carefully.
2. Remember that the actual voltage used must correspond to the nail drill's parameters.
3. Do not use the device in a damp/wet area or when the air humidity level reaches high values.
4. If the nail drill machine is flooded, immediately disconnect it from the power source. A flooded device must not be used again. 

Return it to the manufacturer's service for inspection and possible repair.
5. Disconnect the power plug when the nail drill machine is not used for a long time.
6. Wipe with a mild detergent if the surface is dirty. Perform the operation with the equipment switched off (disconnect the 

power cable). Never clean with an acidic cleaning agent.
7. Rational use and proper maintenance can extend the life of the nail drill machine.
8. If the device does not work properly, ask a specialist to check the lower fuse for damage.
9. Keep out of reach of children.

5. HOW TO USE:
1. Before connecting the nail drill machine to the power supply, make sure that the input voltage is the same as the voltage 

required by the device.
2. Connect the power cord to the outlet.
3. Connect the head of the nail drill machine to the appropriate input in the device, then connect the foot pedal

to the pedal slot located on the back of the device.
4. Set the minimum speed of rotation.
5. Turn on the device - the indicator light will light up and the nail drilling head will start to rotate slowly.
6. Rotations of the nail drilling machine are adjusted by means of a knob.
7. After switching the button to "FOOT" use the foot pedal to turn on the nail drilling machine.
8. If the control lamp does not light up during the work of the nail drilling machine, you should check the fuse

and replace it in case of failure.
9. If you do not use a nail drilling machine, remember to always turn off the power cable from the outlet.

6. DIRECTIONS:
1. Remember to connect the device to a socket with a voltage that is suitable for the device's requirements.
2. Keep the device out of reach of children.
3. Use a dry or slightly damp cloth with detergent to clean the device.
4. Use the device away from moisture. Avoid exposing the device to strong sunlight to prevent it from overheating.
5. Do not replace drill bits while the nail drill machine is running. This may cause irreversible damage to the handle.
6. If the device is not used for a long time, disconnect the power plug and store the device in a ventilated, dry place.
